Discipline Policy


Any child left in the care of Southpoint Early Learning Center will be expected to behave in a manner that is conducive to optimum learning, with respect for peers and adult authority. This includes having respect for physical property of the facility.

Time-out is used when an offense is minor, perhaps with a verbal reprimand. If a violation of this policy is deemed to be more severe, a referral will be sent home in the form of a Behavioral report. After a third referral, parent/teacher/director meeting will be scheduled in search of a solution. If no agreement can be reached, the child may suspend or dismissed for Southpoint ELC.

Southpoint Early Learning Center reserves the right to protect both our children and staff from behavior or language which is deemed to be offensive or life-threatening.
